One was Len Quinn, Chair, 
Leader Dogs Advisory out of Wisconsin.  He spoke about Leader Dogs start  at 
Rochester, Michigan some 72 years ago on 14 acres of land with three dogs 
trained and put into service that first year.  Since then 14,500 teams have left 
the Rochester facility which is the only school that  trains dogs for the blin d 
where they are taught to respond to  some sign language  Every team that 
leaves receives a free GPS unit the size of a credit card with the receiver 
placed in a shirt pocket while the antennae clips on pants.  The unit is  voice 
activated so that no team can get lost.  
 
Rochester also teaches accelerated cane mobility  and òItõs all free because 
Lions dream and Lions make dream come true ,ó said Quinn.  
 
He went on to discuss other connected programs like the camp for kids age 16  

to 20 many who are blind at birth and  are taught leadership sk ills.  Why leadership skills?  Skills so they will 
be the leaders o f tomorrow éwhether they are 
a blind Grade 4 teacher who uses a dog, or a 
judge who also works with  a dog or a computer 
programmer who handles a dog.  òThey are 
living their dreams because Li ons made their 
dreams come true,ó cited Quinn.  
 
Quinn spoke of glasses to third worl d countries 
and of more dreams this time  closer to home. 
When he was lost he got his first dog and went 
to a Lions meeting where he gave his first 
speech.  To date he has made 1148 speeches 
to Lions about Leader Dogs. 
 
òMy dreams have come true because Lions 
dream and make dreams come true,ó he 
continued.   òWhen you see my dog, describe 
what you see.  I would say my left hand is full , 
full  of Lions love,ó he concluded.

¶ There are over 656,000 blind or visually impaired people nationwide, aged 4 to 20.  

¶ In Michigan, there are more than 216,000 individuals who are blind or visually impaired;  

¶  Medical vision loss for adults is associated with refractive error, age -related macular 
           degeneration, cataracts, diabetes and glaucoma.  

¶ Vision loss for children and adolescents is associated with prenatal cataracts (birth weight under two 
pounds, three ounces), optic nerve atrophy and premature retinopathy.

Since Diabetes is the number one cause of blindness, and one out of three people born after 2006 are 
being diagnosed with the disease, sharing tips with your club members, family, friends, neighbors and 
community and providing support will help stop the further spread of this disease.

     Many of you know, Leader Dog Riley recently ate a nylon and had emergency surgery.  Without good orientation and 
mobility skills, my college courses would have to been cancelled.  My ability to get out and about would be limited. 
So as a Lion, look for people who can use this FREE program.  Help them fill out the application or make that first phone 
call. 
 
     As Riley recovered, he was given time to reset and fully recover.  I never worked him early because I could use my AMP 
skills thanks to Mallory at Leader Dogs for the Blind.
